Breast Science Advocacy Core Research Advocates provide the UCSF breast cancer research community with a global patient perspective. The Core is currently composed of 12 volunteer team members, who interface between Breast Oncology Program researchers and the community.

Provide community education on the importance of participating in clinical trials and tissue research and on advances in breast cancer research.
